President: The President shall be the principal executive officer of the Randolph PTO and
shall supervise all of the activities of the Randolph PTO. The President shall preside at all
meetings of the Executive Committee and all meetings of the membership. The President
shall select and appoint the chairpersons of all Standing and Special Committee.

Vice President: The Vice President shall be a member of the Executive Committee and, in
the absence of the President, shall perform the duties of the President. The Vice President
shall perform such other duties as are agreed upon by the Executive Committee.

Secretary: The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the proceedings of the membership and
the Executive Committee, shall receive from the Treasurer the list of Regular Members who
have paid dues and prepare the official list of Voting Members, shall see that all notices are
duly given in accordance with the Bylaws, and, in general, perform all duties incident to the
office of Secretary and such other duties as may be agreed upon by the Executive
Committee.

Treasurer: The Treasurer shall have charge of and be responsible for all funds of the
Randolph PTO. The Treasurer shall make disbursements as authorized by the President,
Executive Committee, or membership in accordance with the budget adopted by the
membership. The Treasurer shall collect all membership dues as are established by the
Executive Board. The Treasurer shall present a written financial report at each General
Membership Meeting, at other times as requested by the Executive Committee and present
a full report at the end of the year to be provided to the general membership and to the
Chief Financial Officer of the Randolph Field ISD office. The Treasurer shall serve as an
authorized signatory of all Randolph PTO checks.

Volunteer Coordinator: The Volunteer Coordinator shall organize the master volunteer list,
coordinate volunteers for all Randolph PTO and school related events, as agreed upon by
the Executive Committee or by RFISD Administrators. The Volunteer Coordinator shall
coordinate volunteers, but not necessarily chair events scheduled for the elementary and/or
secondary campuses.
